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Why is our Representative Mary Fallin grandstanding in Congress instead of working toward real solutions to high gas prices? 

Maybe it's because she's taken almost $250,000 from the Big Oil companies. 

She's been part of a failed energy policy written by Big Oil. In the last eight years, we've seen oil profits soar as the price of gasoline has gone from $2 to $4 a gallon. 

Big Oil keeps running the show, getting millions in tax breaks.  

Now we have John McCain who's taken more than a million dollars from Big Oil in the last few months. 

What do McCain and Mary Fallin want to do next? Whatever Big Oil wants. Drill offshore? 

Please. That's a gimmick.  Not a solution. We wouldn't see a drop of oil from offshore drilling for at least ten years. By then, who knows where prices will be? 
But Mary Fallin is more interested in political stunts than honest solutions to rising gas prices. Tell her it's time to hop out of Big Oil's pocket and to start paying attention to the people who elected her.
