“Hi, can I speak with your assignment editor? 

Hi, this is [your name] and I’m a volunteer with MoveOn.org Political Action in [your town] – MoveOn is a grassroots organization with over 3.3 million members across the country.

The goal is to focus attention on the global climate crisis in advance of the 2008 presidential election.
Hundreds of these events will be happening around the country, and ours will be at [location] at [7pm].
I sent you an advisory about the event. Did you get it? 

If not: Where can I send it? Thanks. I’ll get that right out to you. 
(Then continue as follows. Don’t wait til they have the advisory to give them a quick pitch on your event. You’ve got the reporter on the phone—tell them now.) 
If yes: Great (Then continue as follows)
Just so you know, there will be some exciting things going on at the event. 

The candidates, including Barack Obama, Hillary Clinton, John Edwards and others, will answer video questions posed over YouTube. This is MoveOn’s second Virtual Town Hall—and doing it over YouTube is unprecedented. We’ll have fun party activities like a [cookout/potluck] and watching Al Gore’s Live Earth concerts—which take place live on 7 continents—on TV.
Again, the event is at [7pm] at [location] this Saturday.  
If they got the advisory: Do you think you’ll be able to make it?

If they didn’t get the advisory yet:  We hope you are able to make it. I’ll send you the information right now.
